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Dual Credit Classes  

   Reminder for those seniors who took Comp 110 last spring, Ms. Muehlberg will be offering 

Comp 120 this fall. You must have taken 110 before you can take 120. The cost will be about 

$400. There is no increase in tuition for the dual-credit classes and you have already paid your 

admission fee. Make sure to register for this class if you plan to take it. We have ordered the 

necessary change in book for you. Class will begin on schedule with the other classes. 

   Seniors, remember that you are also eligible to take online classes if you wish to. You can see 

what classes are being offered by checking the college or university websites. You are not re-

stricted to just Lake Regionôs choices. If you do choose a class from another sources, you will 

have to pay the admission fee for that institution. Tuition fees may be higher also. If you need 

help, donôt be afraid to check with Mr. Blikre, Mrs. Zavada, or Ms. Muehlberg.    

   Juniors: In case you missed it last month, there has been a change. It had been understood that 

students wanting to take dual credit English would need to have an ACT score of at least 18 

prior to enrolling. For those wanting to take math courses, they would need an ACT score of 21 

in math. That requirement will not be enforced until 2012. With that in mind, we will be offer-

ing Composition 110 in the spring. At this time there is no ACT requirement for speech, so that 

will be offered in the spring also. Note: Students must have a 3.2 GPA in their subject areas to 

take dual credit courses, which means a 3.2 in English to take composition and/or speech and a 

3.2 in math to take online math classes.  

   Again, cost for those classes will be about $400 each if you take them through Lake Region. 

   Also of interest is that financial aid is available in two forms. One is a loan through the Bank 

of North Dakota and the other is limited funding where students may have one course per se-

mester paid through the Bank of North Dakota. In order to get the latter assistance, families 

must qualify for Free and Reduced Meals. This doesnôt mean that the family has to partake in 

that program, but the forms need to be submitted to the school. See info elsewhere in the news-

letter. For those that think you may qualify for Free and Reduced Meals in order to get the free 

tuition, both seniors and juniors, fill out those forms immediately. Contact Ms. Muehlberg if 

you want to apply for the financial aid associated with the Free and Reduced Meals for that 

form. There are limited funds, first-come, first-serve state-wide.

to 12 noon.  Please make every attempt to be present during this time so that class 

lists will be complete for the first day of school.  Fees can be paid on that day 

also.
